CBD draws architects
Phil Bartsch

THE no vacancy sign has been
put up outside 400 George
Street after a Brisbane architec-
tural practice secured the last
office space in the 34-level
commercial tower.

Conrad Gargett Architecture
has committed to a 10-year
lease for all of level 27.

The multi-disciplinary prac-
tice working in health, defence,
civic, education, residential, re-
search, commercial and heri-
tage architecture is relocating
from the city fringe to the CBD.

Jones Lang LaSalle’s
Christian Sandstrom and Adam
Barrett negotiated the deal.

‘‘The lease allows the firm to
be on one level, and with an
area of 1460sq m, there is room
for future growth,’’ Mr
Sandstrom said.

The leasing rate has not been
disclosed but market sources
said the space would fetch
about $650/sq m, equating to
about $950,000 a year. Seven
car spaces were included.

Owned by Grosvenor and
HSBC Trinkaus, 400 George
Street was completed in Octo-
ber 2009 and is a 5-Star Green
Star-rated building with a net
lettable area of 42,000sq m.

Sustainability credentials
were a key deciding factor in
the search for a new Conrad
Gargett Queensland head-
quarters.

Grosvenor’s Brett Dillon said

sustainability and corporate
culture remained key indicators
in organisational decision-
making.

‘‘The ESD (ecologically
sustainable development) rat-
ings have certainly been a
drawcard and coupled with its
location, large floor plates as
well as amenities such as the

childcare centre and food court,
we have attracted a really good
mix of tenants,’’ he said.

Conrad Gargett director
Leanne Conley said the firm
had been reviewing its options
for 12 months and considered
both CBD and inner city fringe
locations.

‘‘We chose 400 George

Street for its architectural merit
with innovative ESD initiatives
that strongly reflect our organ-
isation’s culture and values,’’
she said.

Mr Sandstrom said Conrad
Gargett looked at about 20
properties but 400 George
Street proved to be a ‘‘happy
medium’’, enabling it to stay

close to its business associations
within the South Bank precinct
and its CBD clients.

Mr Barrett said the leasing
deal represented a major relo-
cation for Conrad Gargett, from
its previous home base at 99
Melbourne St, South Brisbane,
into the CBD proper, prompted
by an expansion of the business.
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
